This scenario might take a little time, but you’ll get your fill 
of fighting!  You must fight your way into a castle, gather 
up as many flags as you can and fight your way back out.  
How it works:  Each fighter must fight their way through 
all of the other fighters to claim as many flags as he or she 
can carry back out.  You must fight your way to the flags 
and then fight your way out carrying the flags you claimed.  
The fighter who successfully retrieves the most flags wins.  
In the case of a tie, a duel will be fought to determine the 
winner.

You may notice that a lot of my scenarios involve 
fighting multiple opponents.  There is a reason for this.  
War.  Fighting single combat was not really the norm in 
period.  More often than not, people trained in groups 
to fight groups.  There were fighting schools in which 
single training took place, but that was mostly to learn the 
techniques necessary to use your weapons effectively.  The 
acquired skills were largely employed in mass melee and 
on occasion, single tournament.  The skills you develop 
fighting multiple opponents will make you a more deadly 
fighter in single combat.

Ask one of the senior knights to spar with you.  Recruit a 
buddy and the knight won’t even flinch.  In fact, he or she 
may suggest that you get one or two more fighters to help 
you out.  This is because of the way we trained in years 
past.  Personally, I really like fighting three or four people 
at once.  I can use them against each other etc.
At fighter practice a long time ago in the days of Sir 
Thomas FitzShokes and Sir Dave Just Dave, we fought 
in small groups, learned angle shots and how to watch a 
section of a group for movement etc.  This kind of training 
is most valuable.  Ask Sir James of Bloodstone to tell some 
stories about the old fighter practices.  I’d like to get that 
passion fired up to a fever pitch again. 

Esperance has a lot of talented people.  As we focus on 
recruiting new blood, we want to pass that knowledge 
around.  Esperance means “New Hope”.  We are the new 
hope of the empire.  The dream lives here and it is up to us 
to keep it alive and well no matter what the rule-manglers 
do.
