JOUSTS AND WAR

Greetings,

Here is the final October combat scenario for the 
Esperance Crown Tournament:
Each fighter must face a single opponent who can create 
two “Zombies”.  Zombified fighters can’t kill you.
This is a standard tournament format with the addition of 
the walking dead “Shields”.

As each fighter is called to arm and stand ready, two other 
fighters (either your choice or chosen for you) will have to 
arm and stand ready with you.  These are your zombies.
Your opponent will do the same.  There will be six 
combatants in the arena for each match.  Two fighters and 
four zombies.

Zombies cannot kill you with their swords.  They only 
want to eat your brains.  Since contact is not allowed on 
the sergeants list, there is no danger of that happening.
In steel it would take far too long for them to remove 
your helm to get at your brains so there is no danger on 
the knights list either...  :)  Zombies may not engage each 
other in separate combat during your match.  They must 
stay focused on you, the living fighter.  You may kill the 
zombies.  You must score a kill on your opponent, just as 
in a regular tournament, to earn a point.  Matches will be 
fought best three out of five if there is a small turnout, best 
two out of three if we have a large turnout.  I’ll leave that 
up to the discretion of the Crown Marshal.

Sword oath will take place immediately following opening 
court.  There will be a prize awarded for “Best Death” in 
all three combat forms.  The ruling noble or a gallery will 
choose the best death.  Armor check will begin 15 minutes 

after the close of opening court.  Fighters, bring enough 
water to keep yourself hydrated.  I don’t care if it is a 
gallon or a quart, but bring enough to drink.  You are an 
adult, use common sense.

Water bearers:  All you have to do is show up.  We 
couldn’t do what we do without you.  I will provide plastic 
cups if there are no mugs available.

Depending on the weather we will run either rapier, shinai 
then steel or if it is hot, steel, shinai then rapier at the 
discretion of the Crown Marshal and Physiker.  I will turn 
the tournament over to the Crown Marshal (Dame Larissa) 
just before the first armor check. 

Crown Marshal:  Dame Larissa; please coordinate with 
the Minister of Rolls for list-mistress/list-master so that 
the paperwork finds its way to the field and let me know 
when this has been done.  Also, please let me know who 
is marshaling and if you have anyone who would like 
training as a marshal, I will help coordinate that effort as 
well.

Next Month:
Fighting in the Rigging!  You’ve just boarded an enemy 
ship ala Errol Flynn!  Each fighter must hang on to a 
boarding rope and stay on the deck of the moving ship!  
This will be a regular tournament format event but wear 
shoes with good ankle support.

To the populace of Esperance:
You may notice that a lot of my scenarios involve 
fighting multiple opponents.  There is a reason for this.  
War.  Fighting single combat was not really the norm in 
period.  More often than not, people trained in groups 
to fight groups.  There were fighting schools in which 
single training took place, but that was mostly to learn the 
techniques necessary to use your weapons effectively.  The 
acquired skills were largely employed in mass melee and 
on occasion, single tournament.
The skills you develop fighting multiple opponents will 
make you a more deadly fighter in single combat.

Ask one of the senior knights to spar with you.  Recruit a 
buddy and the knight won’t even flinch.  In fact, he or she 
may suggest that you get one or two more fighters to help 
you out.  This is because of the way we trained in years 
past.  Personally, I really like fighting three or four people 
at once.  I can use them against each other etc.
At fighter practice a long time ago in the days of Sir 
Thomas FitzShokes and Sir Dave Just Dave, we fought

in small groups, learned angle shots and how to watch a 
section of a group for movement etc.  This kind of training 
is most valuable.  Esperance has a lot of talented people.  
As we begin to recruit new blood again, we want to pass 
that knowledge around.  Esperance means “New Hope”.  
We are the new hope of the empire.  

The dream lives here and it is up to us to keep it alive and 
well no matter what the rule-manglers do.
